Police keen on safety
aspects of RTTI

RTTI pays a contribution to road safety

RTTI also pays a contribution to avoiding
congestion and to travel comfort

However:

Safety must always have a higher priority
than travel comfort and prevention of
congestion
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Which information Is safety
Information ?

Discussions about relevance for safety of
certain types of traffic-information

Police well understands commercial
Interests, but is of the following opinion:

“Traffic-information, needed to avoid direct
safety risks, due to unexpected, specifi¢
events should always be available to all

road users”
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Which information Is safety
Information ? (2)

Some examples:.
“Wrong-way” drivers
People, animals or foreign objects on the

road
Total disrupture of road (considerable risk
for additional collisions)

Exteme weather conditions
So: abnormal conditions
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Principle:

EU citizens must be given free access to
road safety information all over the EU at
all times.

Free means:
No contract/no charge

Through normally free accessible means
of communication

Using common communication standards
Equal for all

Relationship
public vs. private/commercial

Substantial commercial interests at stake

Private can help public (wider range of
dissemination)

If private takes over from public, conditiens
need be set for free access to safety relevant

Infos
Private should meet certain quality standards

Subsidiarity Principle to be respected:

— Many types of arrangements (PR-PP-PU) are applied
In the EU Member States (MS)

— MS to launch necessary regulations
