Most OEMs see the impressive increase of
nomadic devices more as a missed business
opportunity than a threat but are basically
prepared to enter into discussion

1 Several joint product campaigns have improved the
relationship but have not yet let to longer-term co-
operations

The need for safe integration of nomadic
devices (probably close to be enforced by the
legislator iIn some markets, discussions at the
EP), however, offers the OEMS a new business
opportunity to also financially gain from the
Introduction of such devices



E Cooperation

Business Model

1 Pressure on margins in spite of high growth rates

1 While NDMs enjoy high growth rates but probably
Increasing competition and smaller margins the OEMSs
also profit from more embedded systems, but also with
reduced margins due to perceived far cheaper
alternatives from the NDM

1 Costs

1 Safe installation and linkage to the vehicle environment
(antenna, audio/visual systems, vehicle bus, etc.)
requires additional costs for networking but also for
eSecurity to protect the vehicle against manipulation,
fraud and privacy violation.

1 In addition it requires a different safe interface to block
certain districting service when driving (TV, Internet

access).

The intention of the CE4A workgroup Is to agree
on a common technical interface among the
OEMs the NDMs can use to link their products to
In a safe way.

As NDs change more frequently than OEM
devices this gateway has to function over the life-
time of the vehicle, meaning that new devices can
still be fitted

Furthermore, the customer needs to be informed
and updated, which products would fit, not to
bring Inappropriate devices
