Discussion about the use of SIM Cards for eCall 

Should a SIM card be used for eCall? At the ETSI meeting (15 and 16 November 2005) it was agreed that the working assumption for the 3GPP group is that a SIM-card is required. 

SIM or no SIM? Registration without a SIM card can take minutes. Certain Member States are not allowing an emergency call to be placed without a SIM card.

Sabine Spell commented that the OEMs need more investigation regarding the SIM-card issue. 

Michael Nielsen said that maybe we could have the position paper so that a decision could be made before end of January. See the action list.

· PSAP.1 PSAP requirements (Jan Malenstein)

Jan Malenstein: Regarding location, the PSAP’s have accepted the technologies available today.

· EG.1 Performance Criteria (Alfred Krappel) 

Topic that needs to be discussed and defined as performance criteria: How to measure the compliance of the system(s) once in operation?

Private service providers?  This topic has not been focussed. 

Yiannis Moisidis – Suggested not using the expression 1-meter instead specify the accuracy only after checking the real accuracy; only then the reference to a number should be made. 

· EG.3 Viewpoint of vehicle manufacturers (Sabine Spell)

· EG.2 High-level requirements for the IVS (Lennart Strandberg)

David Williams – The embedded solution would save more lives. Further weakness with Bluetooth is that it may bring viruses to the mobile phones. 

Sabine Spell – Offer the option to be embedded or not, due to the costs. Clients may not be willing to pay the extra costs.
Mobile operators were unable to make a presentation at the meeting. They will present a position paper, which resembles more a political paper to the European Commission. In addition a presentation will be made regarding the mobile operators viewpoint at the DG eCall meeting on 2 December in Olten. 

· BC.2 Costs/benefits – Insurance industry (Jacques Amselem) get presentation

Jacques Amselem – Liability issues. Insurance companies will decide based on the reliability of the eCall system. It’s the scope of liability that has to be discussed. 

Juhani Jaaskelainen – The Finnish study eCall is the best system.

Michael Nielsen – There is time to prove the system, until 2010. There is very little written about the costs. Need to come up with results quickly. Or follow Juhani Jaaskelainen’s suggestion of making a broad scale a European demo.

Michael Nielsen – Aim at large-scale demonstrations, see if they can bring something new. The cost-benefit studies should be as clear as possible.

Under GST the sub-projects CERTECS and RESCUE are working together on a certification procedure for the eCall service.

Michael Nielsen – Document received in mid-October, received no comments. Today we have eCall MSD (suggested by GST RESCUE) and the MSD proposal from ACEA. There are differences: certification procedures, way to identify the vehicle, service provider and triggers. Sabine Spell - ACEA is focusing on the essential information to be transmitted because information was provided by ETSI: that a big number of information elements could delay the effectiveness of eCall.

4. Key Actions

1. The European Commission will get the position paper from the mobile operators before 29 November.

2. Get a position paper from the vehicle makers, have it from early January 2006, and then have a formal decision from DG eCall (have decision by end of January based on the feedback given to the position paper written by the vehicle makers). This paper should also include the study on SIM/No SIM. Target date: 15 January.

3. All DG eCall participants are asked to provide input to the document Clarification Paper – EGI Performance Criteria (attached to the minutes) presented by Alfred Krappel.

4. All DG eCall participants are asked to provide input to the document European eCall functional specifications – In Vehicle System drafted by the Vehicle Functionality Group (ECIV). Deadline for comments is 27 November and can be sent to eCall@mail.ertico.com or to Wolfgang Reinhardt (wr@acea.be).
5. Deadline for the final paper from Vehicle Functionality Working Group (ECIV) is end of January.

6. DG eCall participants are asked to comment the document eCall MSD from GTS RESCUE. Deadline for comments is 23 December at the latest. Deadline for comments from ACEA members is end of December. The objective is to finalise this issue by mid-January. The final decision will be engraved in stone.
