High Level Meeting on eSafety, 25 April 2002

GOALS OF THE MEETING

To meeting aims at achieving consensus on the general goals of the eSafety Action Plan for improving road safety in Europe, agreeing on the strategy and priorities for its implementation, and deciding on the next steps for the way forward and the follow-up. 

Expected outcome: All stakeholders

· All stakeholders should commit to the partnership model for advancing the goals of the eSafety initiative 

· All stakeholders should work together to accelerate the development and deployment of intelligent active safety and ADAS for improving road safety in Europe

· All stakeholders should work together to develop clear priorities for the above, based on potential impact and cost 

· All stakeholders should work together to solve the related legal, liability, certification, privacy and standardisation issues, and undertake necessary studies on accidentology, impact analysis and human factors

· All stakeholders should commit together to continue the High Level meetings, to set up a Working Group to prepare them, and contribute to both

Expected outcome: the Commission 

The Commission should commit to the partnership model, and prepare to use all the instruments available to it to support eSafety. In this meeting the Commission should further commit to the following:

· Preparation and adoption of a Commission Communication to the Council and European parliament on Intelligent Vehicles and Road Safety (3 QR 2002)

· Preparation of an eSafety Action Plan, which will be part of the Communication

· Supporting eSafety initiative by actions aimed at removing technical and regulatory barriers in the introduction of new technologies, and working together with other stakeholders in standardisation, certification, liability  and similar issues

· Supporting eSafety initiative with further RTD actions in active safety, ADAS, HMI and other technologies under FP6, possibly as Integrated Projects.
The expected outcome: Industry, Telecom & Service Industry, Infrastructure

1. The motor vehicle industry should commit to the goals of eSafety initiative and the partnership model, and in particular:

· Work together and produce a comprehensive Road Map for the introduction of new safety technologies in road vehicles, with clear priorities and where possible a time-scale

· Working together with the public sector and other stakeholders, find solutions for standardisation, certification, liability and similar issues

· Undertake RTD for the development of the related in-vehicle technologies, with consideration of their cost/affordability and potential impact

· Introduce these technologies on new models to the extent possible, based on the Road Map

2. The telecom and service industry should commit to the goals of eSafety initiative and work in partnership with the other actors.

3. The infrastructure operators should commit to the goals of eSafety initiative and work in partnership with the other actors.
