He mentioned that during the mentioned meeting CEDR representative (Michel Egger) deemed maybe necessary a fine-tuning on the definition of “Intelligent Infrastructure”. PvdK will take in charge the matter.

Page 39: some information is missing from COOPER and CIVIS in the “Added value of business modeling”. Frans Op De Beek (FODB) will ask Paul Kompfner and Marko Jandrisits  to provide extra information. RK highlighted that each project has its own ideas, these should be aligned to present a common EU view, this Working Group should provide a synthesis. FODB suggested to rely on the White Paper on Cooperative Systems. RK will send the web address of such a paper.

It is remarked that the conclusions are still missing and will include in the next version.

Chapter 8: Paul van der Kroon (PvdK) put forward to add some sentences from the showcase for mobility held this spring in Amsterdam and the test site in Helmond.
Point 8.5: the sentence on financing will be added in each paragraphs describing strategies.

Page 51: Stefanos Gouvras suggested a slight revision on future of Internet and PPP, Eline Jonkers will follow this advice.
Page 52: an attempt to made the legal part more consistent should be made as well as adding some content when necessary. GP will provide the document of the E-Security Working Group in order to have a “code of practice” in terms of privacy.

Tom Alkim (TA) noted that enforcement is missing, and that at least a paragraph should be added to mention it, even if the group has no answer yet on this matter. He also asked for a rephrasing of the conclusions (page 53).

Chapter 9: PvdK and RK highlighted that there is more information about automotive systems and that cooperative systems are more or less missing as they are not deployed yet.

After discussing that point, the group agreed on different actions: 

· Take into account the suggestions drafted at the occasion of the event “Pre-DRIVE C2X”
· Check the contributions of the EasyWay Taskforce  on Cooperative services
· Add an alinea on the FOT when cooperative systems have been tested
· Try to give a first analysis of what are the implications of these services on intelligent vehicles
Roberto Arditi (RA) considered that toll collection is nowadays the only successful “cooperative” application with several million users having an On Board Unit.  Consequently this application should be included in the report. RA will propose a short text.

Point 9.4: the first alineas that are already appearing pg 21 should be deleted.

No remarks were made on the conclusions.

Chapter 10: WR mentioned that standardization should be further detailed, and FODB added that a presentation made by Soren Hess at Intertraffic should be included as well.

Point 10.3: should be rephrased as well to keep it similar to the rest of the report. The EC Mandate on European Standardisation Organisations M/453 should be hyper linked in this point.

No remarks were made on the conclusions.

7. Recent developments
RK presented the recent developments relevant for the working group:
· Workshop: Pre-DRIVE C2X – EasyWay:
The second workshop brought together around 80 stakeholders mainly from industry, road authorities and operators. It appears that standardization is a key topic for common deployment and global solutions, so far dominated by industry stakeholders. Some OEMs and some countries such as AT, NL are ready to start. Both CEDR and ASECAP were invited.

Pre-DRIVE C2X Final Seminar will held in Ulm 10 September 2010

· EasyWay Taskforce on Cooperative Systems

The Task Force was set up earlier this year, and presented an agenda for the next 2 years with a proposal for seven priority services: Hazardous location notification / Traffic jam ahead warning / Road works warning / Decentralised floating car data / Traffic information and recommended itinerary/ In-vehicle signage/ Parking management (+access control).

· Open Cooperative Mobility Alliance:
The Alliance set open, standards based framework for safe, efficient and environmentally friendly cooperative mobility enabled by vehicle-infrastructure and vehicle-vehicle communication using open protocols and open interfaces for services innovation. The alliance aims at promoting deployment by ensuring interoperability between future implementations of cooperative systems and coherence in following up R&D, standardisation and commercial activities.

EC Mandate M/453 invites the European Standardisation Organisations (ESOs) - CEN, CENELEC and ETSI – to prepare a coherent set of standards, specifications and guidelines to support European Community wide implementation and deployment of Co-operative Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS). RA considered that the launching meeting of such an Alliance was chosen as June 2nd  i.e. on the exact same day of ASECAP days, consequently RA deems rather unlikely that members of ASECAP could have attended. 
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· IRM WG Monitoring Report
The Implementation Road Maps Working Group provided a detailed report on priority systems including a large range of recommendations to for autonomous vehicle systems, infrastructure-related systems, eCall, RTTI, as well concerning dynamic traffic management and local danger warnings. A Workshop will be organised on the 25 November on “New Priorities for deploying safe, smart and clean road mobility?"
8. General Discussion on the recommendations

After discussions it appears that the next process should be mentioned in the report without too long term recommendations, but rather describing the very next developments. These steps would be specific to certain cluster of services, sorted out by their requirements or other specific aspects. 

It was decided to divide recommendations into two parts:

-
The current part of analysis to be moved into a chapter of “conclusions”

-
The part of recommendation to be self-standing and outlined with a special emphasis.

Stakeholders could provide their input on what would be their first step in order to draft such a modular/practical approach.

SG also pointed out that the report could propose some very large scale FOT (e.g. motorways urban/connecting cities, or part of cities), a FOT able to enter into the real life environment.
