eSafety International Cooperation Working Group (ICWG)

3rd Meeting, June 17, 2004 in Parma,  Italy  (during the ATA EL-2004  and IEEE  Congresses)
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Minutes of the Meeting

1) After welcome by the chair Mr M Rowell, (Navteq) and introductions, the Agenda was accepted (attached).

2) After a brief discussion, the minutes of the Informal meeting (Detroit, March 18th, 2004) were accepted.

3) Mr J. Jaaskelainen (EC) presented the latest status of eSafety. He referred to the 3rd Plenary Meeting that took place on 25 March 2004 in Brussels, and noted that a High-Level meeting with Public Authorities is planned for 27 September. He also noted that there will be a new Commission Communication in Dec 2004, with focus on three priority areas:  e-Call, RTTI, and HMI. Plans for the FP 6-- 4th Call were explained. This is particularly relevant for eSafety as it focuses on co-operative systems. This and all other information on eSafety is being gathered under the website maintained by the project eScope: www.eScope.info 

4) As the only American representative present, Mr Bishop was invited by the ICWG to offer his understanding on the US-VII program, based on recent presentation material from the FHWA. The partners from US-DOT, AASHTO, and the Vehicle makers will work on 8 priority areas, of which 3 will address eSafety (namely Vehicle Information Infrastructure, Intersection Collision Avoidance and Integrated Safety. 25 VII Use Cases have been identified.  A technical study on the use of DSRC has been started with a budget of 5 MUSD.

There are encouraging areas for sharing information in the ICWG, such as the issue of Active Safety for Commercial Vehicles.

A major milestone will be the decision in 2008 to proceed with VII .

It was noted that the European Road Directors’ Conference is the equivalent to AASHTO.

5) Japan Presentations 

5.1) AHSRA: Japan: Mr S.Osawa (AHSRA) presented the Advanced Highway System Video, shown also in Detroit in March. One of the 7 test sites is in Nagoya, and it may be possible to visit it during the ITS World Congress in October.  The big question is deployment, where there are plans to build on the widely used ETC infrastructure and OBUs. It was stated that OBU costs have fallen from €200 to €70 per unit.  Mr Sampson noted that there are approx 20 Million ETC equipped vehicles world wide, with 3 Million in Japan: Tourism, RTTI, and e-mail services could be added within 2-3 years. 

5.2) Mr. H. Makino, National Institute of Land and Infrastructure Management from MLIT was welcomed to join the ICWG.  Presenting Advanced Vehicle Systems, he provided valuable Accident Statistics, esp for forward collisions. The role of the Smartway Committee, chaired by Mr Toyoda was explained. This will build on the 8 year success of VICS. Mr. Makino said that the Smartway committee was currently discussing the deployment issue and an announcement is expected at the World Congress.

6) Mr E.Sampson (UK DoT) presented the re –work of his draft of the Global Recommendations for eSafety. This draft takes into consideration the US and Japanese comments received at the 1st Meeting of the ICWG in Paris and afterwards.  

A fruitful and detailed discussion followed. Mr. Sampson will use the comments received in the meeting to produce a “final” revision of the document to be presented at the October meeting in Nagoya.

7) Mr. Jaaskelainen (EC) presented shortly the progress in the Accident causation analysis Working Group, and introduced the study the Commission is planning to launch on the socio-economic impact of active safety systems (a 6-month study starting in July).  

Mr A. Stevens (TRL), and Mr L. Eckstein (DC) presented progress towards an HMI International Code of Practice. The US AAMA have applied approx 80% of the EU SoP, but some key areas need resolution. After a discussion the ICWG recommended that the international aspects should be discussed again after the WG had produced a draft document, perhaps in Nagoya.

The ISO- TC22 WG8-SC13 (HMI standards) will discuss this item at their next meeting in July.  

8) eSafety WG dates and other relevant meetings and  events were provided in a separate document. The full list is available at the eScope website www.eScope.info
9) A document on the potential socio-economic impact and Cost Benefit of eSafety and ADAS, prepared by the ADAC, was circulated and is included in the eScope Data Base.

10) Next Meeting: Oct 20th in Nagoya, place tbd.
