Policy

• Federal level:
– Traffic safety – interministerial task force

• Brussels
– Public transport safety 
– Traffic information

• Wallonia
– Traffic information 
– Traffic management (including road network operations 

in collaboration with all relevant partners)
– Road charging



• Flanders
– Traffic management (deployment on motorways –

Ghent regio, study Brussels, masterplan traffic 
management eg protecting queue tails)

– Traffic information 
– Enforcement (“unmanned” digital cameras, distance 

control between trucks, traject control)
– Speed sign database
– Road charging
