Summary of the RTTI-Meeting 11 May, 2005 in Berlin 

1. The Agenda as agreed is enclosed.

2. Despite the invitation from INFSO, the attendance was small. 
    Nevertheless competent presentations were given and a very positive and fruitful discussion
    took place.

3. The presentations have been accepted.
     During the discussions some questions for the understanding were posed, 
     and some very strong additional points were concluded. 
     The latter have been in the meantime inserted into the print-out of the chairman’s presentation
     and marked there adequately. They are summarized in the following, too.

    * It was concluded that “All traffic information is potentially safety relevant and a tool for traffic 
      management. The more “real-time” the information is the better.”

    * Obviously the ERIC-Standards for the quality of traffic information are meant and can be 
       considered just minimum requirements.

    * Dr.Bolte/BASt will provide the RTTI WG with some qualified levels of quality of traffic 
       information which may then be considered by the WG – at least for innerurban traffic 
       information.

    * A Service of “Expected Travel Times” was expressively named as a potential service which
      may or will be not free of charge to the user.

    * The attendees requested and confirmed their opinion, that
       “Traffic Management Centers should be requested to operate to European standards such as
      TMC-encoding of the traffic data. In all countries of the European Union tenders for new or the 
      extension of existing Traffc management Centers should ask for the mandatory use of these 
      standards.” 

    * In addition it was agreed that

       “ RTTI-WG should make a proposal for a letter to.the European Transport Ministers to ask for 
       their position against the recommendations of the RTTI-WG and what their plans may be to 
       these recommendations as part of the eSafety-activities.”

      The Chairman agreed to make a proposal to INFSO and the members of the RTTI-WG which 
       will follow in due time.

4. Mr. Niggestich mentioned that
    * many of the basic traffic data generated within the public domain are – at least in Germany - 
       not “real-time” in the verbal sense of meaning but the update is rather slow. Similarily, there 
       may be a rather reluctant answer from some of the Transport Ministeries addressed from the 
       RTTI-WG.
       Most probably a differentiation as to the “real-time”-demand may be possible to address.

    * The minimum specifications as to correctness (quality, accuracy of locations, end of traffic 
       announcement) may be different in the different countries.

5. The expectation was confirmed to have a summarizing report from RTTI-WG by end of 2005.
